his past week while the United States was

celebrating Independence Day, North Ko-
rea launched a test missile aimed at the Pacif-
ic Ocean near Hawaii. I have found that the
most comprehensive reporting on the event
was by the Asian news organizations. The US
news was basically silent about the event until
they were confronted by the reports from the
Asian news organizations. I found that the
majority of their resources were the Asian
news reports.

There have been numerous reports that the
major partner of North Korea is Iran. With
both of these nations active in a nuclear
weapons program and missile delivery system,
the world is very concerned. In today's study
we will see how the Kings of the East will
launch their attack.

Revelation 16:1-21

1 And I heard a great voice out of the temple
saying to the seven angels, Go your ways, and
pour out the vials of the wrath of God upon the
earth.

2 And the first went, and poured out his vial
upon the earth; and there fell a noisome and
grievous sore upon the men which had the
mark of the beast, and upon them which wor-
shipped his image.

3 And the second angel poured out his vial
upon the sea; and it became as the blood of a
dead man: and every living soul died in the
sea.

4 And the third angel poured out his vial upon

the rivers and fountains of waters; and they
became blood.

5 And I heard the angel of the waters say,
Thou art righteous, O Lord, which art, and
wast, and shalt be, because thou hast judged
thus.

6 For they have shed the blood of saints and
prophets, and thou hast given them blood to
drink; for they are worthy.

7 And I heard another out of the altar say,
Even so, Lord God Almighty, true and
righteous are thy judgments.

8 And the fourth angel poured out his vial
upon the sun; and power was given unto him
to scorch men with fire.

9 And men were scorched with great heat, and
blasphemed the name of God, which hath
power over these plagues: and they repented
not to give him glory.

10 And the fifth angel poured out his vial upon
the seat of the beast; and his kingdom was full
of darkness; and they gnawed their tongues for
pain,

11 And blasphemed the God of heaven because
of their pains and their sores, and repented
not of their deeds.

12 And the sixth angel poured out his vial
upon the great river Euphrates; and the water
thereof was dried up, that the way of the kings
of the east might be prepared.

13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs
come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out
of the mouth of the beast, and out of the
mouth of the false prophet.

14 For they are the spirits of devils, working

miracles, which go forth unto the kings of the
earth and of the whole world, to gather them
to the battle of that great day of God Almighty.
15 Behold, I come as a thief. Blessed is he
that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest
he walk naked, and they see his shame.

16 And he gathered them together into a
place called in the Hebrew tongue
Armageddon.

17 And the seventh angel poured out his vial
into the air; and there came a great voice out
of the temple of heaven, from the throne,
saying, It is done.

18 And there were voices, and thunders, and
lightnings; and there was a great earthquake,
such as was not since men were upon the
earth, so mighty an earthquake, and so great.
19 And the great city was divided into three
parts, and the cities of the nations fell: and
great Babylon came in remembrance before
God, to give unto her the cup of the wine of the
fierceness of his wrath.

20 And every island fled away, and the
mountains were not found.

21 And there fell upon men a great hail out of
heaven, every stone about the weight of a
talent: and men blasphemed God because of
the plague of the hail; for the plague thereof
was exceeding great.

With the events happening around the
world with the missile testing by North Korea
and the nuclear weapons program by Iran, I
see a world marching toward Armageddon.
The events of this past week as reported by
http://www.atimes.com/atimes/Korea/HF21Dg02.html
show that North Korea has been preparing for
Armageddon for a long time. Now with the
joint effort by Iran and North Korea to build
bigger and more deadly weapons, can Ar-
mageddon be far away? I see an attack on the
US and Israel by both these countries initiat-
ing Armageddon.

The Bible tells us that the day of the Lord
will come as a thief in the night, but when we
observe certain things happening, we know
that the time is at hand. We are now seeing
the signs of the times that Jesus declared.

Matthew 24:1-51

1 And Jesus went out, and departed from the temple:
and his disciples came to him for to shew him the build-
ings of the temple.

2 And Jesus said unto them, See ye not all these things?
verily I say unto you, There shall not be left here one
stone upon another, that shall not be thrown down.

3 And as he sat upon the mount of Olives, the disciples
came unto him privately, saying, Tell us, when shall
these things be? and what shall be the sign of thy com-
ing, and of the end of the world?

4 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed
that no man deceive you.

5 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ;
and shall deceive many.

6 And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see
that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come
to pass, but the end is not yet.

7 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom
against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pesti-
lences, and earthquakes, in divers places.

8 All these are the beginning of sorrows.

9 Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and
shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my
name's sake.

10 And then shall many be offended, and shall betray
one another, and shall hate one another.

11 And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive
many.

12 And because iniquity shall abound, the love of many
shall wax cold.

13 But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall
be saved.

14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in
all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then
shall the end come.

15 When ye therefore shall see the abomination of deso-
lation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the
holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:)

16 Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the moun-
tains:

17 Let him which is on the housetop not come down to
take any thing out of his house:

18 Neither let him which is in the field return back to
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take his clothes.

19 And woe unto them that are with child, and to them
that give suck in those days!

20 But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter,
neither on the sabbath day:

21 For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not
since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor
ever shall be.

22 And except those days should be shortened, there
should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's sake those
days shall be shortened.

23 Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is
Christ, or there; believe it not.

24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false
prophets, and shall shew great signs and wonders;
insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the
very elect.

25 Behold, I have told you before.

26 Wherefore if they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in
the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the secret
chambers; believe it not.

27 For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and
shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of
the Son of man be.

28 For wheresoever the carcase is, there will the eagles
be gathered together.

29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall
the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her
light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the
powers of the heavens shall be shaken:

30 And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in
heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth
mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the
clouds of heaven with power and great glory.

31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a
trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from
the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.

32 Now learn a parable of the fig tree; When his branch
is yet tender, and putteth forth leaves, ye know that
summer is nigh:

33 So likewise ye, when ye shall see all these things,
know that it is near, even at the doors.

34 Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass,
till all these things be fulfilled.

35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words
shall not pass away.

36 But of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not
the angels of heaven, but my Father only.

37 But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming
of the Son of man be.

38 For as in the days that were before the flood they

were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in
marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark,
39 And knew not until the flood came, and took them all
away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.

40 Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken,
and the other left.

41 Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one
shall be taken, and the other left.

42 Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your
Lord doth come.

43 But know this, that if the goodman of the house had
known in what watch the thief would come, he would
have watched, and would not have suffered his house to
be broken up.

44 Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye
think not the Son of man cometh.

45 Who then is a faithful and wise servant, whom his
lord hath made ruler over his household, to give them
meat in due season?

46 Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when he
cometh shall find so doing.

47 Verily I say unto you, That he shall make him ruler
over all his goods.

48 But and if that evil servant shall say in his heart, My
lord delayeth his coming;

49 And shall begin to smite his fellowservants, and to
eat and drink with the drunken;

50 The lord of that servant shall come in a day when he
looketh not for him, and in an hour that he is not aware
of,

51 And shall cut him asunder, and appoint him his
portion with the hypocrites: there shall be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.

We are living in the days described by the
Lord and what the Apostle John was instruct-
ed to write down in Revelation. We see fanat-
ics who are happy to blow themselves up just
like the kamakazi pilots in World War II. We
are living in a day and an hour where we are
seeing the kings of the east preparing for Ar-
mageddon. The United States seems to be
playing politics instead of paying attention to
the threat.

Are we ready to defend Israel, or will we
play politics as usual? War is coming whether
we want it or not. As the Bible stipulates we
will be involved in the final war. Will we be
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prepared? I know that Israel is prepared and
that China, Iran, Saudi Arabia, Pakistan, and
all of the other countries of the east are pre-
pared for the final assault. It is time for the
Christian community to wake up to the signs
of the times!

Appeasement will work as good with Iran
and North Korea as it did with Adolph Hitler.
The day and the hour is at hand when we need
to be prepared to meet the Lord in the air.

Just look at the signs of the times and what
is going on around us. The level of degrada-
tion is on the rise with maliciousness and
wickedness increasing all around us.

2 Timothy 3:1-7

1 This know also, that in the last days perilous times
shall come.

2 For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous,
boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents,
unthankful, unholy,

3 Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false ac-

cusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are
good,

4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more
than lovers of God,;

5 Having a form of godliness, but denying the power
thereof: from such turn away.

6 For of this sort are they which creep into houses, and
lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away with
divers lusts,

7 Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowl-
edge of the truth.

1 Thessalonians 4:15-18

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord,
that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of
the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with
a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the
trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught
up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in
the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.
