2 Samuel 7:12-13

12 And when thy days be fulfilled, and thou shalt
sleep with thy fathers, I will set up thy seed after
thee, which shall proceed out of thy bowels, and I will
establish his kingdom.

13 He shall build an house for my name, and I will
stablish the throne of his kingdom for ever.

14 I will be his father, and he shall be my son. If he
commit iniquity, I will chasten him with the rod of
men, and with the stripes of the children of men:

15 But my mercy shall not depart away from him, as I
took it from Saul, whom I put away before thee.

16 And thine house and thy kingdom shall be
established for ever before thee: thy throne shall be
established for ever.

1 Chronicles 17:11-12

11 And it shall come to pass, when thy days be
expired that thou must go to be with thy fathers, that
I will raise up thy seed after thee, which shall be of
thy sons; and I will establish his kingdom.

12 He shall build me an house, and I will stablish his
throne for ever.

Psalms 89:1-52

11 will sing of the mercies of the LORD for ever: with
my mouth will I make known thy faithfulness to all
generations.

2 For I have said, Mercy shall be built up for ever: thy
faithfulness shalt thou establish in the very heavens.
3 I have made a covenant with my chosen, I have
sworn unto David my servant,

4 Thy seed will I establish for ever, and build up thy
throne to all generations. Selah.

5 And the heavens shall praise thy wonders, O LORD:
thy faithfulness also in the congregation of the saints.
6 For who in the heaven can be compared unto the
LORD? who among the sons of the mighty can be
likened unto the LORD?

7 God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the
saints, and to be had in reverence of all them that are
about him.

8 O LORD God of hosts, who is a strong LORD like
unto thee? or to thy faithfulness round about thee?

9 Thou rulest the raging of the sea: when the waves
thereof arise, thou stillest them.

10 Thou hast broken Rahab in pieces, as one that is
slain; thou hast scattered thine enemies with thy
strong arm.

11 The heavens are thine, the earth also is thine: as
for the world and the fulness thereof, thou hast
founded them.

12 The north and the south thou hast created them:
Tabor and Hermon shall rejoice in thy name.

13 Thou hast a mighty arm: strong is thy hand, and
high is thy right hand.

14 Justice and judgment are the habitation of thy
throne: mercy and truth shall go before thy face.

15 Blessed is the people that know the joyful sound:
they shall walk, O LORD, in the light of thy
countenance.
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16 In thy name shall they rejoice all the day: and in
thy righteousness shall they be exalted.

17 For thou art the glory of their strength: and in thy
favour our horn shall be exalted.

18 For the LORD is our defence; and the Holy One of
Israel is our king.

19 Then thou spakest in vision to thy holy one, and
saidst, I have laid help upon one that is mighty; I
have exalted one chosen out of the people.

20 I have found David my servant; with my holy oil
have I anointed him:

21 With whom my hand shall be established: mine
arm also shall strengthen him.

22 The enemy shall not exact upon him; nor the son
of wickedness afflict him.

23 And I will beat down his foes before his face, and
plague them that hate him.

24 But my faithfulness and my mercy shall be with
him: and in my name shall his horn be exalted.

25 I will set his hand also in the sea, and his right
hand in the rivers.

26 He shall cry unto me, Thou art my father, my God,
and the rock of my salvation.

27 Also I will make him my firstborn, higher than the
kings of the earth.

28 My mercy will I keep for him for evermore, and my
covenant shall stand fast with him.

29 His seed also will I make to endure for ever, and
his throne as the days of heaven.

30 If his children forsake my law, and walk not in my
judgments;

31 If they break my statutes, and keep not my
commandments;

32 Then will I visit their transgression with the rod,
and their iniquity with stripes.

33 Nevertheless my loving-kindness will I not utterly
take from him, nor suffer my faithfulness to fail.

34 My covenant will I not break, nor alter the thing
that is gone out of my lips.

35 Once have I sworn by my holiness that I will not lie
unto David.

36 His seed shall endure for ever, and his throne as
the sun before me.

37 It shall be established for ever as the moon, and as
a faithful witness in heaven. Selah.

38 But thou hast cast off and abhorred, thou hast
been wroth with thine anointed.

39 Thou hast made void the covenant of thy servant:
thou hast profaned his crown by casting it to the
ground.

40 Thou hast broken down all his hedges; thou hast
brought his strong holds to ruin.

41 All that pass by the way spoil him: he is a reproach
to his neighbours.

42 Thou hast set up the right hand of his adversaries;
thou hast made all his enemies to rejoice.

43 Thou hast also turned the edge of his sword, and
hast not made him to stand in the battle.

44 Thou hast made his glory to cease, and cast his
throne down to the ground.

45 The days of his youth hast thou shortened: thou
hast covered him with shame. Selah.

46 How long, LORD? wilt thou hide thyself for ever?
shall thy wrath burn like fire?

47 Remember how short my time is: wherefore hast
thou made all men in vain?

48 What man is he that liveth, and shall not see
death? shall he deliver his soul from the hand of the
grave? Selah.

49 Lord, where are thy former loving-kindnesses,
which thou swarest unto David in thy truth?

50 Remember, Lord, the reproach of thy servants;
how I do bear in my bosom the reproach of all the
mighty people;

51 Wherewith thine enemies have reproached, O
LORD; wherewith they have reproached the foot-
steps of thine anointed.

52 Blessed be the LORD for evermore. Amen, and
Amen.

Psalms 132:11-17

11 The LORD hath sworn in truth unto David; he will
not turn from it; Of the fruit of thy body will I set
upon thy throne.

12 If thy children will keep my covenant and my
testimony that I shall teach them, their children shall
also sit upon thy throne for evermore.

13 For the LORD hath chosen Zion; he hath desired it
for his habitation.

14 This is my rest for ever: here will I dwell; for I
have desired it.
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15 I will abundantly bless her provision: I will satisfy
her poor with bread.

16 I will also clothe her priests with salvation: and
her saints shall shout aloud for joy.

17 There will I make the horn of David to bud: I have
ordained a lamp for mine anointed.

Isaiah 7:13-16

13 And he said, Hear ye now, O house of David; Is it a
small thing for you to weary men, but will ye weary
my God also?

14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign;
Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and
shall call his name Immanuel.

15 Butter and honey shall he eat, that he may know to
refuse the evil, and choose the good.

16 For before the child shall know to refuse the evil,
and choose the good, the land that thou abhorrest
shall be forsaken of both her kings.

Isaiah 9:1-7

1 Nevertheless the dimness shall not be such as was
in her vexation, when at the first he lightly afflicted
the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, and
afterward did more grievously afflict her by the way
of the sea, beyond Jordan, in Galilee of the nations.

2 The people that walked in darkness have seen a
great light: they that dwell in the land of the shadow
of death, upon them hath the light shined.

3 Thou hast multiplied the nation, and not increased
the joy: they joy before thee according to the joy in
harvest, and as men rejoice when they divide the
spoil.

4 For thou hast broken the yoke of his burden, and
the staff of his shoulder, the rod of his oppressor, as in
the day of Midian.

5 For every battle of the warrior is with confused
noise, and garments rolled in blood; but this shall be
with burning and fuel of fire.

6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given:
and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and
his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The
mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of
Peace.

7 Of the increase of his government and peace there
shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon

his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with
judgment and with justice from henceforth even for
ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this.

Jeremiah 23:1-8

1 Woe be unto the pastors that destroy and scatter the
sheep of my pasture! saith the LORD.

2 Therefore thus saith the LORD God of Israel
against the pastors that feed my people; Ye have
scattered my flock, and driven them away, and have
not visited them: behold, I will visit upon you the evil
of your doings, saith the LORD.

3 And I will gather the remnant of my flock out of all
countries whither I have driven them, and will bring
them again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful
and increase.

4 And I will set up shepherds over them which shall
feed them: and they shall fear no more, nor be
dismayed, neither shall they be lacking, saith the
LORD.

5 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will
raise unto David a righteous Branch, and a King shall
reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment and
justice in the earth.

6 In his days Judah shall be saved, and Israel shall
dwell safely: and this is his name whereby he shall be
called, THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS.

7 Therefore, behold, the days come, saith the LORD,
that they shall no more say, The LORD liveth, which
brought up the children of Israel out of the land of
Egypt;

8 But, The LORD liveth, which brought up and which
led the seed of the house of Israel out of the north
country, and from all countries whither I had driven
them; and they shall dwell in their own land.

Jeremiah 33:14-15

14 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will
perform that good thing which I have promised unto
the house of Israel and to the house of Judah.

15 In those days, and at that time, will I cause the
Branch of righteousness to grow up unto David; and

he shall execute judgment and righteousness in the
land.

Notice that all of these prophecies have all come
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from the Old Testament. There are many more,
but for Israel to recognize the Antichrist he must
be able to prove that he is a direct descendant
from King David. While many Christians are
looking at someone like Barack Obama as the
Antichrist, many thought that Adolph Hitler,
Richard Nixon, Ronald Regan and others were the
Antichrist.

As Christians I feel that we should be looking
for the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ and the
rapture of the church. Those who are looking
toward the Lord calling his church home will be
listening for the trumpet of the Lord calling his
church home. We need to concentrate on Jesus
Christ and his righteousness. Our focus cannot be
on Satan, sin, and the coming of the Antichrist. We
need to make sure that we are living for Christ and
we are righteous as Christ wants us to be.

1 Thessalonians 4:15-18

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that
we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord
shall not prevent them which are asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a
shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump
of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up
together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the
air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.
